MAYOR AND COUNCIL MEMBER BUSINESS

Mayor Pro Tem Drusys raised concerns regarding the itinerant sales operation going on
along Yucaipa Boulevard, questioned if they are in compliance with the permit issued
and requested that staff ensure that the proper amount of sales tax are being paid to the

City.

Mayor Pro Tem Drusys stated that if anyone doubts the reasonableness of the Freeway
Corridor Specific Plan and the Hiliside Preservation Ordinance that they should travel
East on the 10 Freeway, where the 1-10 meets the 60, to see the unsightly storage
rental unit being constructed at that city’s gateway and how the hillsides are being
decimated with new home construction on the South side.
