Kitty Robinson, 13576 California Street, Space #71, Yucaipa, stated that there is a lack
of management in the park; the management is not consistent with the enforcement of
park rules and cited situations. Robinson stated that the quality of life has diminished
due to the lack of proper management.

Fred Patzke, 13576 California Street, Space #6 Yucaipa, stated that anyone that rents
a space in a mobilehome park has a vested interest and the expectation is that the park
carries out it's obligations to provide proper maintenance. Patzke cited examples of the
lack of maintenance being conducted in the park.
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
