CONVENE PLANNING COMMISSION:

The meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.
OATH OF OFFICE

Director McMains administered the Oath of Office to Commissioner Cape and Commissioner
Ott.

ELECTION OF OFFICERS:

Commissioner Miller nominated Commissioner Cape for the position of Chairman.
Commissioner Ott seconded the nomination. The nomination passed with 5 yeas.

Chairman Cape nominated Commissioner Miller for the position of Vice Chairman.
Commissioner Ott seconded the nomination. The nomination passed with 5 yeas.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

Motion was made by Commissioner Miller to approve the minutes of December 20, 2006. The
motion was seconded by Commissioner Endsley. Motion passed 5-0-0-0.

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PUBLIC HEARINGS:

SUBJECT: Blast Corporation (Case No. 06-115/TTM 18220/MJV); Tentative Tract Map to
create ten (10) single-family detached lots (7,200 square foot minimum lot size)
on approximately 3.0 acres, with a Major Variance to: 1) Reduce the amount of
natural open space required by the Hillside Development regulations; 2) Allow
Lot 7 to exceed the maximum lot width to depth ratio, and 3) Allow the
minimum lot depth to be reduced for Lots 1 and 5; located at 34024 Wildwood
Canyon Road, the NW corner of 6" Street and Wildwood Canyon Road;
APN(s): 318-351-10.

Jim Morrissey, Contract Planner, reported that the applicant did not submit the revised tentative
map in time to be adequately reviewed by Staff; therefore, it would be appropriate to continue
this item until the Planning Commission meeting of February 7, 2007.

PUBLIC COMMENTS:
None

Motion was made by Commissioner Miller to continue Case No. 06-115/TTM 18220/MJV to
the February 7, 2007, Planning Commission meeting. The motion was seconded by
Commissioner Work. Motion passed 5-0-0-0.

SUBJECT: Brian Conroy {Case No. 06-141/REV); Revision to Conditional Use Permit No.
04-207 for an additional expansion of 5,258 sq. ft. from the previously
approved expansion on 8.95 acres. The project will be developed in four (4)
phases, and Phase 1 is currently underway with the building fagade and tenant
improvement components already completed. The subject property is generally
located at the northeast corner of Yucaipa Boulevard and 5" Street.

Jim Morrissey, Contract Planner, presented the agenda report, and pointed out some relief had
been added on the facade with trellises. Mr. Morrissey explained that Condition #4 would be
deleted from the applicant’s Conditions of Approval because the Fish and Game fees were
already paid with the original Conditional Use Permit.

RECOMMENDATION:

A) Adopt a Mitigated Negative Declaration, finding the proposed project will result in a
less than significant impact upon the environment; and

B) Approve Revised Conditional Use Permit No. 04-207, subject to the Conditions of
Approval as contained in the Agenda Report; and

O Approve the architectural designs, colors, materials, and modifications to signage; and

D) Adopt the findings as contained in the Agenda Report; and
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E) Direct Staff to file a Notice of Determination.

PUBLIC COMMENTS:

None

Chairman Cape and Commissioner Endsley expressed concern with traffic flow in the parking
lot. Commissioner Work voiced concern with traffic flow, as well as the numerous potholes.
The alley on the west side of Rite Aid was discussed. Staff explained that other than trucks
using the alley to unload goods, there would be no parking in the alley, and the curb would be
painted red.

Brian Conroy, the applicant, made a brief presentation. Mr. Conroy explained that the access
off Yucaipa Boulevard, near Cucas Restaurant, is an easement and he does not own it. Mr.
Conroy agreed to paint the curb in the alley west of Rite Aid red, as well as post “No Parking”
signs.

Mr. Conroy explained that the driveway that goes all the way to 4" Street is almost done, and
it will look very nice.

Commissioner Work asked about the 99 Cent Store’s blue awnings. Mr. Conroy stated that he
is done with the blue color - no more blue. Mr. Conroy added that he is going with a
“mountain theme” on the landscaping.

Commissioner Endsley voiced his concern about the stairs between the buildings - explaining
that “skateboarders” would love them.

Chairman Cape asked the applicant to explain why changes to the monuments signs were being
proposed. Mr. Conroy explained that there was too much “gingerbread” on the signs - they
were too fancy. Mr. Conroy added that the orange depicted on the color boards is not really
that bright.

Motion was made by Commissioner Miller to approve Case No. 06-141/REV. The motion
was seconded by Chairman Cape. Motion passed 5-0-0-0.

SUBJECT: Luc Hue To (Case No. 06-162/CUP); Conditional Use Permit for a 17,000 5q.
ft. office/retail building and a 3,100 sq. ft. restaurant on 1.36 acres; located at
12197 6" Street; APN(s): 0318-142-07.

Paul Toomey, Associate Planner, presented the agenda report.

RECOMMENDATION:

That the Planning Commission conduct a public hearing; and
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A) Approve Conditional Use Permit No. 06-162, and the architectural design, colors, and
materials, subject to the Conditions of Approval as contained in the Agenda Report; and

B) Adopt the Findings as contained in the Agenda Report; and
C) Direct staff to file a Notice of Exemption.
PUBLIC COMMENTS:

Rick Colston, 11382 Deerfield Drive, spoke in opposition of the project. Mr. Colston stated
that he is representing the owner of the adjacent mobile home park and is concerned with
drainage issues, noise issues, and children trespassing. Mr. Colston stated that if this project
is approved, he would like to see 8 foot block walls instead of the proposed 6 foot.

Chairman Cape asked about 8 foot high block walls in a commercial area. Planner Toomey
explained that in a commercial designation, the maximum wall height is 10 feet.

Jimmy Lee, Chino, the applicant’s representative, made a brief presentation, explaining that
the plans were revised because of comment letters. Mr. Lee described the variety of
architectural designs and the elevator tower which is a “pop out”. Mr. Lee confirmed that all
the block walls are proposed to be 6 foot high.

Commissioner Miller asked if the doors on the south side of building A are for secondary
access only. Mr. Lee answered in the affirmative.

Chairman Cape asked if there were going to be any treatments on the second story windows.
Mr. Jimmy Lee explained that there would be awnings on the second story windows.

Drainage was discussed. Director McMains explained that the natural condition must be
maintained - water will drain to 6" Street.

Chairman Cape asked Jimmy Lee if he had any problems with increasing the height of the
block walls to 8 foot. Mr. Lee offered to plant screening trees, but did agree that if there is a
real security issue, he could discuss the wall height issue with his client.

Commissioner Work stated that she has a problem with the location of the buildings -
especially the portion that is 2-story.

Commissioner Miller stated that he would like to see 8 foot block walls on this project;
attention given to the drainage issues, and larger vegetation (evergreens) on the south side of
the project to act as a screen and a noise buffer.
