CONVENE PLANNING COMMISSION:
The meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Director McMains welcomed two new Planning Commissioners - James Bilbrey, Jr., and Kathy

PUBLIC HEARINGS:

SUBJECT: Gary and Marcia Ganter (Case No. 06-211/SUP); Special Use Permit for

architectural review of a two-story garage/guest house located at 10136 Cribari
Drive; APN: 0302-391-11.
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RECOMMENDATION:

Nikki Moore, Assistant Planner, stated that pursuant to the applicant’s request, staff is requesting
that the Planning Commission approve a continuance of the above-referenced matter to March 7,
2007.

Motion was made by Commissioner Miller to continue Case No. 06-211/SUP to the March 7,
2007 Planning Commission meeting. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Work.
Motion passed 7-0-0-0.

SUBJECT: Blast Corporation (Case No. 06-115/TTM18220/MJV); Tentative Tract Map for
10 single-family lots (7,200 square foot minimum lot size), and a Major Variance
to reduce the required amount of natural open space, allow Lot 7 to exceed the
maximum lot width to depth ratio, and allow the minimum lot depth to be reduced
for Lots 1 and 5, on approximately 3.0 acres, located at 34024 Wildwood Canyon
Road, NW corner of 6™ Street and Wildwood Canyon Road; APN: 318-351-10
(continued from 1/17/07 PC meeting).

Jim Morrissey, Contract Planner, presented the Agenda Report.
RECOMMENDATION:

A) Adopt a Mitigated Negative Declaration, finding that the proposed project will not have a
significant impact upon the environment; and

B) Approve Case No. 06-115, consisting of Tentative Tract Map 18220 and associated
Major Variances, subject to the Conditions of Approval as contained in this Agenda
Report; and

C) Adopt the Findings as contained in this Agenda Report; and

D) Direct Staff to file a Notice of Determination.

PUBLIC COMMENTS:

Condition of Approval #103 was discussed as it relates to automatic fire sprinklers being

required for the homes on lots 7, 8, 9, and 10. Commissioner Ott asked if COA #104, requiring

smoke detectors, would apply to all the homes or only those homes on lots 7, 8, 9, and 10.
Planner Morrissey explained that COA #104 would apply to all homes within the project.
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Chairman Cape asked about extending the sidewalks along Wildwood Canyon Road. Planner
Morrissey explained that COA #53 had been modified to eliminate an extension of the sidewalks
along Wildwood Canyon Road; however, there would be a parkway with landscaping. Planner
Morrissey further explained that there would be curbs, gutters, sidewalks, and 22 feet of paving
installed on 6™ Street.

Commissioner Work asked if the slope on Wildwood Canyon Road would be landscaped, and if
so, who would maintain it. Planner Morrissey explained that the slope on Wildwood Canyon
Road would be landscaped, and an LLMD would maintain it.

Planner Morrissey explained that there would be a block wall on the property line for lots 1, 2,
and 3, which are below street grade. Then, beginning at lot 4, a view fence would begin
transitioning and end up at the top of slope.

Commissioner Work asked if therc would be a turn lane on 6™ Street, because visibility 1s poor.
Associate Engineer Preciado explained if the street is wide enough, it could have a turn lane.
Director McMains stated that 6" Street is a collector street and 44 foot wide, so there would be
room for 3 lanes, including a turn lane.

The applicant’s representative, Allan Pezzuto, of Pezzuto Construction, 2279 Eagle Glen
Parkway, Corona was present for comments or questions.

Commissioner Work asked Mr. Pezzuto if he had met with anyone that wrote letters regarding
this project. Mr. Pezzuto responded that he had not met with anyone other than the people
who stopped by the site, and they only had praise for the project.

Commissioner Endsley asked if any of the lots could be re-subdivided. Director McMains
replied that the lots could not be re-subdivided.

Commissioner Fellenz asked for some clarification of the definition of open space. Planner
Morrissey explained that the one acre lot included the open space easement area that would be
the owner’s responsibility to maintain; however, they could not build structures on this open
space area.

Motion was made by Commissioner Miller to approve Case No. 06-115/TTM18220/MJV. The
motion was seconded by Commissioner Work. Motion passed 6-1-0-0.

SUBJECT: Joseph Abreau (Case No. 07-006/SUP); Special Use Permit for architectural
review of a 1,850 sq. ft. detached garage located at 35786 Country Ridge Road;
APN: 0320-231-21.

Nikki Moore, Assistant Planner, presented the Agenda Report.
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RECOMMENDATION:

That the Planning Commission review the architectural design of the proposed detached garage,
and if it is acceptable, approve Special Use Permit No. 07-006.

(5) lots (1 gross acre minimum lot size) on 11.75 acres; located at 11775
Pendleton Road:; APN: 0322-042-17 & 18.

Paul Toomey, Associate Planner, presented the Agenda Report.
