SUBJECT: M.J. Nejad (Case No. 06-230/REV); Revision to previously approved Conditional
Use Permit No. 04-192 for 26 detached two-story multiple-family units on 3
acres; located at 12872 6™ Street (APN(s): 318-164-20 and 21).
Jim Morrissey, Contract Planner, presented the Agenda Report.
RECOMMENDATION:
A) Adopt a Mitigated Negative Declaration, finding that the mitigation measures and

Planner Morrissey explained that a new Initial Study was prepared because the number of
proposed units increased.

In response to Commissioner Endsley’s inquiry, Planner Morrissey stated that the front yards
would be landscaped, and the rear yards would be provided with some trees and shrubs.

Commissioner Ott asked if the patio areas would be concrete slabs. Planner Morrissey replied in
the affirmative. Commissioner Fellenz also asked how large the community swimming pool
would be. Planner Morrissey responded that the pool was proposed to be 18” x 40°.

Parking was discussed, and in answer to Commissioner Endsley’s inquiry, Planner Morrissey
explained that only one ADA parking space is required on this project.

Motion was made by Commissioner Endsley to approve Case No. 06-230/REV. The motion was
seconded by Commissioner Ott. Motion passed 5-0-2-0.
